Titleholder Duties (2024)


Advocacy

· Develop a platform to raise awareness to the accomplishments of women who are wheelchair mobile.

· Communicate the needs and accomplishments of Kansans with disabilities through advocacy events and/or legislative activities (message shared must adhere to the MWKS philosophies).

Appearances

· Actively solicit at least two speaking engagements / public appearances throughout the state each month during your reign. Required appearances:

· Meet the Governor, Mayor, and State Representatives

· Two or more advocacy events (KS Disability Caucus, SACK Conference, rallies, etc.)
· Two or more public education (elementary, high school, college, etc.)

· Two or more political or service organizations (city council, neighborhood associations, independent living centers, etc.)

· Two or more civic organizations (Optimist, Lions, Women’s Clubs, etc.)

· Two hospital or medical facilities (children, adult, rehab, etc.)
· Two or more community service projects

· A parade or similar function

Mentoring

· Serve as a mentor and role model to our Little Miss Wheelchair Kansas titleholder.

· Invite the Little Miss titleholder to join you for at least 5 mutual appearances during the year of your reign.

· Communicate with the Little Miss titleholder at least once a month to provide encouragement and role modeling.

· Provide guidance and ideas to the Little Miss titleholder and her family concerning appearances throughout the year.
· Assist in the recruitment of Little Miss Wheelchair Kansas contestants.
Contact with MWKS State Coordinator and Steering Committee
· Sign the Ms. Wheelchair Kansas contract required by Ms. Wheelchair America.

· Send in bi-monthly reports detailing activities and appearances (please include the activity, topic, impact, audience numbers, photos, copies of press coverage, etc.).
· Maintain open communication with the state coordinator throughout your reign.

Ms. Wheelchair America National Competition
· Develop a platform and speeches for the national competition.

· Acquire sponsors for the competition ($2000.00 entry fee, plus transportation costs).

· Entry fee must be turned into the state coordinator one week before it is due to the national office. The state coordinator will actually send in the fee.
